Directions to NSO: 
· From your hotel get to I-15 north bound.  
· Take I-15 north to Lake Mead Blvd.
· Go west on Lake Mead Mead Blvd. (Left turn at signal light).  
· Get in right hand lane.
· Turn right on Losee Rd.
· Get in left hand lane.
· Go through the signal light at Carey.
· Turn left at the signal light at Energy Way.
· Turn right at Building B-3 (just after turning left) for Badge Office (first day only).
· After exiting Badge Office turn right and stop at guard station and present badge.
· Follow Energy Way up the hill staying in the right hand lane.  
· Make right hand turn at corner and parking will be on your right.
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DIRECTIONS TO THE NNSA/NSF Building, 232 Energy 
Way, N. Las Vegas, NV:  From McCarran Airport, take US 215 
through the tunnel.  Take the I-15 exit NORTH (towards the 
Strip [Las Vegas Blvd]).

From Lake Mead, turn right at the first 
stoplight on Losee Road.  Continue north on Losee Road for 
about ¾ mile (past the stoplight at Carey).  Turn left on Energy
Way at  the stoplight and continue straight to the NSF.
